· $10.00 gift cards and fuel cards for local fast food restaurants, or bottled water and non-perishable microwavable meals (issue to veterans who are homeless or traveling from out of town and need a little assistance).
· Monetary donations are always welcome in an effort to support the following:

· Personal Care Items, Laundry & Cleaning Supplies for Transitional Housing and Homeless Program

· Travel assistance for “first time attendees” to participate in the annual Wheelchair games, Winter or Summer Sports Clinic, Golden Age Games, and the National Veterans Creative Arts Festival.  Approximately $600 per veteran – can be funded whole or in part!
· Funding for Sugar Free snacks for various veteran support group meetings (held weekly) and therapeutic outings.

· Fisher House project (funds will be used to purchase food and personal care items for the veterans and their family members who need to stay at the facility) while their loved one is received major medical treatment at the VA Medical facility.
· Veterans Vocational Development/Employment Program:

· Gift cards to Walmart for individual phone minutes, men’s and women’s business casual interview clothes (belts, pants, shirts) (job placement needs)  
· Gift cards for haircuts (for job interviews and court appearances)

· Monetary donations or gift cards for recreational activities for veterans (outpatient Mental Health) - groups can sponsor activity or go with the veterans and the Recreation Therapist.

· Passes to Museums & Art Galleries
· Bowling

· Hill AFB Museum
· Inpatient Art & Pottery classes
· Movies at a Cinema
· Baby products/food for Quarterly Women Veterans VA Baby Shower and other VA therapeutic activities for women veterans (i.e Sunscreen, bottled water, individually wrapped snacks). 
· Low Income Veterans Gift Shop – Gift shop is held at the VA Multipurpose Center (500 Foothill Drive) for a three-day period following Thanksgiving.  We allow “veterans in need” to shop free of charge for a gift item for each of their immediate family members (i.e. spouse and any children under the age of 18).  Looking for new gift items to put in the Gift Shop for selection (i.e. pajamas, gift baskets, toys, coats, etc.).
· Fleece or tied Lap quilts for inpatients – size needed is 3’ x 5’

· Food donations needed for our Veterans Food Pantry on VA Campus.

· Men’s Sweat Pants/Sweat Shirts; new t-shirts & underwear for hospitalized and homeless veterans who are in immediate need.

· Noise Canceling Headphones for Veterans with severe PTSD.   This helps especially during the 4th of July, 
             24th of July, and New Years Celebrations to keep out the loud noises that trigger their PTSD symptoms.
